As age was a factor of interest related to insurance coverage, the Cochran-Mantel-Haenszel test of independence was used to determine if significant associations between hepatitis status and insurance coverage were independent of age. Adults whose insurance status was missing (less than 1%) were excluded from analysis and U.S. National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS) standards for display of proportions were applied (see NCHS Vital and Health Statistics, Series 2, Number 175, August 2017).
b Including diabetes, coronary heart disease, stroke, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, hypertension, arthritis, and cancer.
